Project Title

Flussbad (River Pool), Berlin

About the Project

The Flussbad Berlin is a planned river pool in the Spree Canal, which is surrounding the Museum
Island, one of Germany’s most prominent world heritage sites in the middle of Berlin. The
planning and design of the river pool is done by the civic “Flussbad Initiative”. In the frame of the
“Flussbad Berlin" parts of the surrounding Spree Canal will be ecologically cleaned and
transformed into a river pool, which will be open to the public. The “Flussbad Berlin" will
significantly increase the ecological condition of the Spree Canal, enhance the quality of stay of
the Museum Island and transform the place into an attractive, vibrant location for both visitors
and locals. Bringing back the everyday culture of river-pools into the city center calls attention
for the need of clean urban water.

Actors and
Financing

The Initiative “Flussbad Berlin" is responsible for the design, planning and realization of the river
pool and became an official "National Urban Development Project”, with financial support by the
Federal Ministry for the Environment, Nature Conservation, Building and Nuclear Safety and the
Berlin Senate Department for Urban Development in order to finalize the design and planning and
to realize the initial developments of the river pool. '

Investment Budget

So far, the project received approx. 8 million Euro subsidies, mainly in frame of the
subsidy as a "National Urban Development Project”, in order to finalize the design and
planning of the river pool.

The costs for the planning and realization of the entire Flussbad Berlin have been estimated with
68,6 million Euro. 2

Status & Timing

The Flussbad Berlin is still in the phase of planning. The first step of the development, an outside
staircase at the newly developed Humboldt- Forum will be realized until 2023.

Innovative Aspects

The "Flussbad” Berlin presents one of the most innovative ecological river cleaning projects,
improving the ecological situation of the canal and its surroundings. The Spree Canal will be
cleaned through a 300 m long filter, consisting of a gravel stuffing and various plants, making
the water clean enough for swimming.

Moreover, the river pool is increasing the sojourn quality of the Museum Island transforming the
location into a vibrant location for both visitors and local inhabitants.

Reviving the tradition of river pools brings back an essential element of everyday culture of the
city and is simultaneously and raising the awareness for the need of clean urban water.

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Project Title

Museum Island, Berlin

About the Project

The UNESCO world heritage site “Museum Island” (German: Museumsinsel) is located in the
heart of the German capital and consists of six internationally significant museums. The
museums were built on a small island in Berlin’s Spree River between 1824 and 1930 by order of
the Prussian Kings.? The Museum Island and all its buildings are being restored based on a
Masterplan, and developed into a future-oriented museum complex, integrating new structures.
It is estimated that the Masterplan will be fully implemented in 2026.% The Museum Island is one
of the most visited sights of the German capital and one of the most important museum-
complexes in Europe.

Actors and
Financing

The Museums on the Museum Island are all managed by the association Berlin State
Museums, which are part of the public Prussian Cultural Heritage Foundation.

The renovation and restoration of the Museum Island is managed under the general
coordination of David Chipperfield Architects.

The building costs and maintenance costs for the Museum Island are mostly financed by
subsidies from the federal government.

Investment Budget

The extensive restorations of the Museum Island in the frame of the Masterplan have an estimated
cost of 1,4 billion Euro. >

Status & Timing

The restoration of the "Museumsinsel” will be completed in 2026 with 3 out of 5 historical
museums already being restored today.

Innovative Aspects

The restoration of the Museum Island is an innovative example for the renewal of a World
heritage site into an inspiring modern museum complex, including the overhaul of all historic
buildings and adding new structures and facilities, integrating well into the historic ensemble.
Challenge is the correct balance between continued careful conservation and urban
development, modernizing the museum complex, in order to face the challenges of the future. ®

Bundesstiftung Baukultur (Federal foundation of building culture)

About the Project

The Federal Foundation of Baukultur (building culture) is an independent nonprofit foundation
with public mandate, promoting the value of building culture in Germany and worldwide, with the
aim to contributing significantly to the quality of life in both cities and the countryside. Baukultur
is promoting high-quality building design and construction, considering social, ecological, and
economic aspects, but also focusing on the emotional and aesthetic dimension of the built
environment. 7

The foundation is entitled to submit reports to the federal cabinet and parliament with the purpose
of highlighting the significance of building culture in society at a national level. 8

Financing

As a foundation under public law, the Federal Foundation of Baukultur annually receives an
institutional grant from the Federal Government.® Additionally, the foundation is receiving
financial support through private patrons and supporters. ©

The foundation is closely linked to several ministries, providing members of the foundation
council, who are responsible for crucial decisions of the foundation.

Investment Budget

In 2019 the foundation had a total budget of approx. 2,38 million Euro, mainly consisting of 1,9
million Euro state support from the federal government and 323.000 Euro donations from public
supporters.

Status & Timing

The federal foundation of building culture was established in 2006, based on a decision of the
German Bundestag (parliament), in order to fill the need for an institution promoting the value of
high- quality building design and construction. In 2008 the foundation started with its operative
work.

Innovative Aspects

The aims of the federal foundation of building culture are manifold: Firstly, the foundation
improves the understanding of the importance of building culture, as high- quality building design
and construction in Germany with various events and publications. Target groups are experts in
the fields of architecture and urban planning, local governments but also the wider public. It is
assumed that an increased sensitivity and debate regarding the value of building culture under
experts and in the wider public will directly lead to a high-quality and sustainable design of the
built environment in Germany. Secondly, the federal foundation is directly advising the federal
government concerning the current challenges in spatial planning and architecture and makes
recommendations to deal with these, mainly via its “Baukultur Report".

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Project Title

Markisches Viertel, Berlin (Housing Estate)

About the Project

The "Markische Viertel” is a large housing estate (satellite town), built between 1963 and 1974 in
the northern outskirts of Berlin. The housing estate is home to approx. 35 000 inhabitants in 16
500 apartments. The “Markische Viertel” is an example for a successful sustainable renewal of
existing neighborhoods: From 2008 to 2015 the housing estate got energetically renovated,
becoming one of the largest low energy settlements in Germany. In the frame of the German urban
renewal funding programme “Stadtebauférderung” various modernization and social
infrastructure measures were implemented, leading to a significantly increased residential and
living quality.

Actors and
Financing

The housing estate “Markisches Viertel” is owned and operated by GESOBAU, a public housing
provider, fully owned by the State of Berlin.

The energetic renovation of the housing estate got financed by financial reserves of the GESOBAU
and financing by the German KfW banking group.

Various social infrastructure measures, as well as the modernization and overhaul of building and
open spaces were financed in the frame of the German urban renewal funding programme
“Stddtebauforderung” from 2009 till 2019.

Investment Budget

The total investment budget for the energetic renovation of the housing estate were 560
million Euro. 3

The total amount of financing in frame of the the German urban renewal funding programme
“Stadtebauforderung” amounts to 44,4 million Euro. ™

Status & Timing

The housing estate "Markisches Viertel” was constructed from 1963 until 1974, energetically
renovated from 2008 till 2015 and received fundings for urban renewal from 2009 till 2019 ™.

Innovative Aspects

The housing estate “Mdrkisches Viertel" is a good-practise example regarding the sustainable
urban renewal of existing quarters. The energetic renovation made the quarter the largest low
energy settlement in Germany, reducing the annual CO2- emissions by up to 23 00O tons.
Moreover, the operating costs for residents were able to be reduced by more than a half. ®

Hand in hand with the energetic renovation the extensive renewal programme, in the frame of
German urban renewal funding programme, modernized and prepared public buildings, social
infrastructure, and green areas for the future, significantly enhancing the residential and living
quality.

Moreover, the housing estate is holding a high cultural value, as it is representing important
everyday culture in Berlin. Various buildings in the quarter are listed as official cultural heritage.
